1. Of late, it has been noticed that some employees of
this organization has submitted the RME claim without
following proper official procedure. The details are
mentioned below: —

Some employees are taking prior permission for OPD
consultation in CGHS empanelled Hospital but after
consultation they are doing the diagnostic
test/investigation prescribed by the doctor in that
hospital without taking any prior permission for the said
diagnostic test/investigation from Competent Authority
and submitting the RME claim which is not tenable for
audit view point.

Some employees are taking prior permission for OPD
consultation for any particular treatment in CGHS
empanelled Hospital but they are carrying out OPD
consultation for other various treatment for which
permission has not been taken and submitting the RME
claimwhich is also not acceptable in audit view point.

It has been observed that there is trend among staff
members to forward their requests regardingmedical
related grievances on staff/officers personal mobile
numbers and personal email. This is cause of concern
and viewed seriously by the higher authorities in terms
of HQrs office letter No.0600/AN-X/Vol.XXII
dtd.08.07.2022.

2.Inthisregard, itis requested that—

a) RME claim may be submitted after getting proper
approval/ prior permission from the Competent
Authority, if required, and

b) regarding forwarding of personal claim and
grievances the practice of sending service requests

The undersigned is directed to say that as per Note-2
below Rule-2 of CS (MA) Rules, 1944, Retired
Government Officials are not covered thereunder.
However, as per extent CGHS guidelines. Central
government Pensioners residing in non-CGHS area
have the following options :

1. They can avail Fixed Medal Allowance (FMA) in lieu
of OPD facilities under CGHS. They can also avalil
benefits of CGHS (OPO & IPD) by registering
themselves in the nearby CGHS covered city after
making the required subscription. They also have the
option to avail FMA for OPD treatment and CGHS for
IPD treatments after making the required subscriptions
as per CGHS guidelines.

2. All Ministries/Departments of Governments of India
are requested to bring the contents of this OM to the
notice of organization(s) under their administrate
control for guidance and compliance thereof. Also
retiring Central Government employees may be made
aware of the above rule position.

3. Courts CATs cases filed by pensioners may be
defended by Ministries/Departments in the light of
above rule position. No reference in this regards needs
to be made to Ministry of Health & Family Welfare for
comments/clarifications etc, thereon.
